The first couple months of the year is a great time to start 

thinking of what you might need to do for the upcoming riding season.  The first thing is to do is a T-clock.  

Here is a site that I found that really gets very detailed on what to check for when doing a T-clock: 

http://www.ridebellchain.com/tclocks.html  I hope that you take a minute to read over and see what a T-clock 

involves.  Iôll look over my bike and check the fluids to see if anything needs to be done before Lynn and I start 

out this year.  I know that I need an oil change and new tires sometime this year.   

I will have a signup sheet for the medic first aid at the January and February gathering for anybody that 

wants to take the course on March 19
th
.  If we donôt have enough people to fill the course, Z2 will be joining us.  

The course teaches you basic first aid, CPR, and AED procedures.  I hope that between the two chapters we can 

fill the course which is twenty four people.  The two instructors will be Deb McQueen and Robin Koontz as of 

right now.
