The
thing is to think what will keep the inner body core warm while riding in themifit temperatures whether it is
in the sun, shade, or both. That might be a deciding factor on how you will layer up for the ride. | think th.
most people know that riding in the claugl shade really makes it feel a lot cooler than it reallyTise most
important feature in cold or cooler riding is to make sure that you still have the flexibility of the legs and armn
so that you can still control your bike in a safe manner. That means you are still able to brake or swerve ou
the way of anythinghat might come up during the ride. Here are some ideas of what to meeéney are
Armor-all shirts, short or long sleeveshirt, sweat shirt, and a riding suit with a liner. The second thing to
consider is what to wear on the legs to keep you wamgo. between long underwedrmor-all, and my riding
suit but it depends on what the temperature is going to be during the day. | never put all those things on bec:
