I would like to thank every member that came out to Chapter Y auction to support us especially Brian and 

Loretta Richards who drove up for the weekend from Tennessee.  It was very nice to see them and to hear how 

they were doing.  We are all looking forward to seeing them in the future at different events throughout Ohio 

and the United States.  

I am hoping that everybody has been out riding with the great weather that last month brought us.  I should 

have written this article last month but it is better late than not written at all.  There are four things to think or do 

before going on any ride this season and they are Mechanical, Gear, Physical, and Mental.  I am going to talk 

about all four but I might not go into great details because I might have already talked about it or might cover it 

at a later date.  The first thing is mechanical which means doing a T-Clock on the bike and trailer and making 

sure that your bike or trailer is up to the ride that you are going on.  I think that the two most important things 
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are the tires and the lights because they are just as important as the condition of the road.  The second thing is 

the gear that you are going to put on for your protection.  It shouldnôt take too much time to inspect your gear, 

about 5 minutes or less.  It is as important as a T-Clock because if the gear is not right than you are not going to 

be protected as best as you can if something happens.  The things to check on the gear are the helmet, gloves, 

pants, shirt, and foot protection.  The rider and co-rider should check out the helmet and make sure that it is not 

cracked or scraped on the outer shell and the strap is in perfect condition.  Foot protection should not have any 

holes anywhere below the ankle and make sure the sole is in great condition for all the weather conditions that 

you are going to ride in.  The last thing under gear is to make sure that anything that covers the skin is in great 

condition for the best protection.  There is that word again, protection, and that is the main thing about the gear, 

to have the best protection possible for anything that might come up in a ride.  The third thing is Physical which 

covers more than ñdid I do my exercise this past weekò.  The most important one is did you get enough sleep to 

make the trip safely without drinking those 10 cups of coffee to stay awake or to make decisions quickly.  Some 

other things under Physical, are you feeling up to riding, which means have you been sick and still recuperating 

or just in a hurry to get rid of the house blues since being sick.  The last one, is your body up to it, since you just 

got done working around the yard after four months off for a week and the pain or aching is hurting your 

muscles and the better half says that you had to get things done before riding today or tomorrow.  The last thing 

is Mental which mean are you thinking of the ride or something else like the daughterôs wedding and how much 

it is going to cost us or that great vacation that is coming up but donôt have the money right now to take it or is a 

family member sick and not doing so good right now.  The members or riders have to have their mind into the 

ride or like they say ñyou are only as strong as the leakiest link or rider in the groupò. 

I am not sure if everybody gets the GWRRA insight newsletter from Phoenix but there is a great article about 

riding in the rain.  I thought that everybody should take a look at it if you havenôt yet.  Here is the web site for 

the article http://med.gwrra.org/newsletter/newsletter.html and look on page four.
