The weekend of the Iron Pony Re-Grand opening, which was April 15-17, was a weird one 

for me because of the weather and I thought that I might write about that.  The idea was 

about how the rider and co-rider should prepare for the ride.  It started out on Saturday with 

warm temps and raining and then to sunny and windy on Sunday.  When I went to work it 

was windy on Sunday and turned into snow on Monday.  When you head out for a day ride 

or a couple of days you should always look at the weather forecast for the day or days that 

you ride.  You never know when the weather can change or move in quickly during the 

day.  I always look at the weather and make sure that itôs going to be ok to ride.  If the 

weather is going to be too bad than Lynn and I donôt go riding at all that day, or until the weather breaks.  I will 

say that riding in the wind for about two hours is like riding at least half a day if not longer and really wears you 

out for the day mentally and physically.  I hate riding in the wind because of the gusts and the changing of the 

ride and the leaning into the wind.  I think of all the types of weather the wind is the worse to ride in.  If you do 

ride in the wind look for a banner or a flag on the side of the road to see how badly the wind is blowing to help 

yourself out on the ride.  I would like to say that you should not ride too close to a semi truck when the wind is 

blowing over 30 mph because you never know when something might blow off or get blown into your lane.  If 

the semi truck is empty or light weight with freight, the wind might blow the truckôs trailer or truck into your 

lane.  I donôt include snow in the ñworst to ride inò because I donôt ride when it is below 32 degrees and wet 

roads.  The rider has to keep his or her mind in top thinking shape so that you can make a quick and accurate 

decision if needed.  The riders should prepare by taking time to look at your bike and do a T-CLOCS (there is 

that word again), and make sure that you are mentally up to the ride.  That means a good nightôs rest, breakfast, 

and a clear mind for riding for the day.  Ride Smart and Ride Safe and enjoy the Journey!!
