You can
usually pick up one of these items for under $30 aesgidbnventions. | know for a fact that Lynn needed one
of the neck wrap around her neck when we were going to Billings for Wing Ding anddsidekdow it till it
was almost too late. Riders should stop about every hour to drink some water and take a break when it
over about 83 degrees or whenever the group needs one. | have read articles that you should drink abot
ounces of water foevery hour of riding when the temperature feels hot to ydnow that riders get sick of
the boring taste of water so you can go out to the grocery store and get flavor packets and they only cost al
$3 for about 10 of them. We all need to kedpak out for other members on rides to make sure they are
doing ok and are safe to proceed on with the ride. The group is only as strong as the weakest person whetf
is the rider or co rider just like the article in Wing World says. One of thehiagsis to make sure that all of
your skin is covered with something whether it is a long sleshirtt or a breathable jacket made for riding so
that the sun doeéinsuck the water out of you quicker than normal.
