I would like to say that I hope that all the members that are heading to Wing Ding have a 

safe and fun time.  I looked over the seminars that they are having and found some great ones 

in the rider education area.  There are over ten seminars about rider education and Iôm 

looking forward to taking a couple of these in the next year to help out the chapter by 

answering questions for the members.  I encourage anybody in the Levels program to take the new updated co-

rider seminar sometime this year.  I am ready to ride to Wing Ding because I had my bike looked over and put 

new tires on my bike a couple of weeks ago at Honda in Marysville.   

I was working and went by a situation on the Interstate by Gary, Indiana and thought I might write about it.  

The road was shut down all but the shoulder because there was a semi that lost his load.  The truck was hauling 

pieces of steel about 4 inches by 2 inches by 20 feet.  I was thinking of how bad that would have been if a bike 

was riding by when they lost their load.  It would have totaled out any bike that was there.  I will say that it 

looked like everybody makes it out with no injuries but not sure about the vehicles involved in the situation.  I 

would like to say that you need to pass a semi truck as quickly as possible so that something like this doesnôt 

happen or debris doesnôt get kicked up and hit you while riding.  If you are going to get back in front of a semi 

please move back over about 60 yards in front of the truck.  A semi truck weights from 40,000 to 80,000 pounds 

and the truck stops in about 100 yards with the heavier weight.  Motorcycles can stop in less than 40 yards and 

should look ahead to make sure that you have the proper clearance distance to move over.   

I am going to post the members that have enrolled in the Levels program and how many people are in what 

Level.  I am hoping that all or most of the members enroll in the Levels program and only take a verbal 

commitment unless you want the patches and pins that go with the levels program.  Here is the web site so that 

you can look at what each level is and what you have to do to get to the next level:
