From Your Chapter Ride Coordinator 

The past few weeks have been a busy time for all of us.  In June on the day that I had selected to take the ride 

to the Motorcyclist Memorial Wall in Hopedale there were several factors that changed the plans for that day.  

First, the night before I received a phone call from my supervisor at work advising me that I had won the 

mandatory overtime shift for the following 12 hours.  That took care of my plans for a relaxing ride for the 

afternoon.  Second, the weather overnight was nothing but rain and thunderstorms.  Now Iôm not talking the 

mild spring thunderstorms, Iôm talking about the violent gully-washers that go on and on for hours.   

I ended up having to go from the west side of the county to the south-east side, a trip that on a good day takes 

35 minutes took over an hour and 10 minutes.  It also took 2 different detours around standing and rushing 

water across the roadways.  On US 36, ODOT was erecting signage advising of deep water covering the 

roadway.  There was a pickup truck off the roadway and into the ditch.  I rolled up on the wing and the worker 

advised that I would be better off if I had to get somewhere to find another route.  So I turned around and went 

back to Rt. 257 and took it north to SR 37.  Now SR 257 runs close to the Scioto River but there had been no 

reports of standing water on the highway per ODOT.  

Heading north on SR 257 (which is particularly flat) but had an area of standing water about 10 feet across 

and not very deep so I proceeded through that area with great caution at a low rate of speed.  Then all of the 

sudden further up the road I had to ford an area of water about 30 feet across, 2-3ò deep and flowing.  This area 

startled me just coming around a corner and before I knew it I was in the water.  All that I could do was to

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maintain my speed (about 10 mph) maintain my balance and keep straight and away from the edge of the 

roadway.  I was able to make the rest of the trip without incident.  

The lesson is this: I got really lucky with the episodes of standing and moving water across the roadway.  

Crossing these types of areas in a vehicle can be hazardous enough, let alone on a motorcycle.  I admit that I 

took some risks but I faced them and came out on the good side.  I WOULD NOT ENCOURAGE OTHERS TO 

TAKE ON THESE RISKS, I was in a situation where I did not recognize the impending weather system or the 

hazards that it contained.  We are at the mercy of weather when on a motorcycle.  A prudent decision for me 

would have been to wait for the water to subside and the roads to clear.  I thought that I had good information 

on the roadways but I did not get good information from my sources.   

The lesson is clear, when weather is bad take shelter and wait.  Next monthôs rides will be coming out later 

in this newsletter.
