I would like to start by saying that Region D Rally/Convention is

Region D web site.  I looked over the schedule and looks like it is going 

to be a fun packed couple of days.  The weekend after that is the Buckeye 

Timeout and it is a great time to camp out and just relax for the weekend.   

I was just looking thru the district website and saw that the District Plaque is in 

Strongsville, which is by Cleveland.  Their meeting is on the first Saturday at 9am for 

eating and then their gathering at 10am.  I would like to see Y go and capture the plaque 

every year so that we can have a chance to win the prize at the end of the year.  The 

rules for the District Plaque can be found at: 

http://ohiogwrra.org/pdf/travp/08OhioTravelingPlaqueRules.pdf.  The Region D plaque is in Evansville, IN 

and I would like to see the plaque in Ohio where it belongs. 

Whether the riding season in your area lasts only four or five months, or as long as ten months, most of us 

will let our motorcycles remain unridden for a long enough period of time that it is best to prepare it for a 

season of rest.  November typically brings weather throughout the northern tier of states that is not very good 

for motorcycling.  Most parts of this great country of ours experience two or more months of weather that is not 

considered part of the riding season.  The air temperature alone gets cold enough to cause hypothermia without 

adding the wind chill from sitting atop a motorcycle while blasting down the road at legal speeds ï even at 45 

mph.  And many areas will have snow on the ground before the month is out.  Some of you may be cold-

blooded enough to prolong the season a few extra weeks, but for most, there is a period each year when your 

motorcycle becomes a lonesome friend sitting quietly in the garage.  Before you park it for a season of 

inactivity, this is a great time to do your end-of-season maintenance.  It is recommended that you change the oil 

and oil filter to remove contaminants ï dirt, deposits, acids and moisture ï that can lead to corrosion inside the 

engine.  Other fluid levels should be checked for proper levels.  If the fluids are due for replacement based on 

miles ridden since the last change (check your manual and service history), this is a good time to do that and 

any other maintenance tasks that you may have been putting off.  Your mechanic likely is not very busy at this 

time of year.  He (or she) would probably appreciate your visit, too!  And you know your bike will be better for 

it.  Then when spring comes next year (it is not that far off, after all), youôll be ready to go without a visit to the 

mechanic before planning your next big ride.  After you get it back from your mechanic, fill the gas tank and 

add the appropriate amount of fuel stabilizer (such as Stabil) before parking your Wing.  Wash and wax the bike 

and inflate the tires.  The battery should be disconnected from the motorcycle (negative terminal first) and 

trickle charged at least every 30 days, per your Gold Wing Ownerôs Manual.  (Refer to your battery charger 

manual for more charging details.)  Take good care of your Wing, and your Wing will take good care of you!

The Perfect Ride - I hope that everyone has experienced it at one time or another; here is one of our more 

recent ones: last Thursday, partly cloudy skies, temperature in the mid 70ôs with low humidity.  We had decided 

to take a ride up to the Motorcycle Memorial Wall in Hopedale, Ohio.  Iôve had the trip planned out since early 

June but work did not cooperate with me.  Todayôs ride was mapped out with the beta version of the Honda 

from the internet at http://tripplanner.honda.com.  The program is 

designed to allow the owners of 2012 Gold Wings to plan a trip on 

their computer at home and via a smart card or to a compatible GPS 

device.  I, having neither, went with the old fashioned way, a paper 

map and driving directions. 

Our trip started from home so we were routed onto US-62 

heading east to Martinsburg.  There we would proceed straight 

through Martinsburg to SR-541 which would take us to Coshocton.  

If it has been a while since youôve ridden on SR-541 you have 

rolling hills and twisties combined.  It is an exhilarating ride for any 

level of rider.  It doesnôt have the curves that you can check your 

tail lights on but youôll be doing some riding, especially if done at

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speed limit.  Traffic for a weekday was almost non-existent with some cars but no big trucks.  J  Once in 

Coshocton we took SR-16 to US-36 through Coshocton towards Newcomerstown, Port Washington, 

Gnadenhutten and Denison.  US-36 starts out as a divided highway just outside of Coshocton but reduces down 

to a 2 lane until just before Urichsville, where it opens back up to a divided highway again.  The traffic 

remained light to moderate but now there were some semi-trucks on the route.  On the north side of Urichsville 

we picked up US-250 and SR-800 until US-36 and SR-800 continued south on the east side of Urichsville at a 

ñTò in the road.  We took a left turn at the T and began a series of gradual turns on US-250 eventually following 

along the north shore of Tappan Lake, a man made reservoir constructed by the US Army Corps of Engineers as 

a flood control project.  This provided a beautiful backdrop for the wife to enjoy while riding.  Leaving the 

Tappan Lake region we returned to the roads we had become accustomed to on the trip.  We reached the US-22 

junction and took the divided highway north for several miles to the exit for SR-151 in Hopedale.  We turned 

right after exiting the highway to the 3-way stop just past the post office and turned left.  By now we were 

seeing signage marking the direction to the memorial.  We continued till  a gradual left took us out on another 

road and toward the grounds of the American Legion Post 565 on whose grounds the Motorcycle Memorial 

Wall exists.  

We drove on the paved lot to the back side of the area, which is well developed by the Legion Post with 

baseball field, amphitheater for concerts and camping for the annual event that they have on Memorial Day 

Weekend.  Up a maintained but slightly rutted gravel drive up a hill and we were there.  

Besides the memorial in the background in a grove of trees, the first thing that greets visitors is a white 

gazebo, which is the visitor area for the Memorial, which faces east.  Surrounding the memorial and partially 

leading up to it is a paver walkway, wih bricks containing names of patrons and advertisersô names are 

embossed.  The bricks are the normal 4x8 pavers as well as 8x8 pavers mixed through.  Behind the wall are the 

flags of the US and the State of Ohio flying.  The memorial consists of 22 gray granite stones engraved front 

and back with the names of those who have taken their last ride on 

earth.  The memorial has large black granite stone and to its left a 

smaller black granite slab.  At the other end there is a black 

motorcycle carved from the same black granite depicting a v-twin 

motorcycle.  We noted that a lot of people whose names were on 

the wall were fairly young (by our comparison) at the time of their 

last ride.  At the time of our trip to the wall, the memorial 

foundation was soliciting donations to add to the wall, as there 

was no space for more riders at this time.  I found Jeanôs name on 

the back side of the wall on one of the stones towards the granite 

v-twin about 2/3ôs of the way down.  

After paying our respects and signing the guest book at the 

gazebo we went down to the clubroom and talked with the members of the legion that were present there, had a 

pop, bought a license plate for our post home collection and headed for home.  The ride home was uneventful 

and relaxing.  

Our impressions of the wall: a tranquil and beautiful place for all to remember the riders fallen and with us 

no more.   

The ride ï safe for us and an emotional and touching reminder that we are fragile creatures of our creator.  

We choose to ride motorcycles for fun, sport and transportation.  For some of us, motorcycling has become a 

way of life.  We all need to ride safe and be aware of our surroundings all the time, we are one with the roads.   

Ride your ride ï ride it safe, ATGATT all the gear all of the time.

Well, believe it or not, fall is almost upon us.  How do I know???  I stopped at a Farm Market and there were 

peaches that had just been brought in from the fields.  Apples will  not be far behind them so I thought I would 

share a recipe from ñAmericaôs Cook Bookò published in 1947.  Guess what???  No preservatives.   

  

PEACH COBBLER 

  

3 tablespoons quick-cooking tapioca 3 cups fresh, sliced peaches 

½ cup sugar ¾ cup water 

2 tablespoons melted butter 1 recipe Baking Powder Biscuits (see below) 

  

Combine tapioca, sugar, butter, peaches and water.  Turn dough out on lightly floured board, knead slightly; 

roll 2/3 of dough into a rectangle of ıò thick; cut into 2 inch strips and line sides of 8 x 8 x 2 inch pan, fitting 

dough closely into corners; fill  with peach mixture.  Roll remaining 1/3 dough ıò thick; with sharp knife make 

slits to permit escape of steam.  Fit over peaches, pressing edges of dough together with fork dipped in flour.  

Bake in hot oven 450 degrees for 15 minutes; then reduce heat to moderate 350 degrees and bake 25 minutes 

longer.  Sprinkle powdered sugar over top.  Yield:  6 portions. 

  

BAKING POWDER BISCUITS 

  

2 cups sifted flour ½ teaspoon salt 

3 teaspoons baking powder ¼ cup shortening 

 ¾ cup milk  

  

Mix  and sift dry ingredients; cut in shortening until well mixed and add milk, stirring quickly until a soft but 

not sticky dough is formed.  Turn out on lightly floured board and follow above instructions.
