I was just thinking that it is about ready for the leaves to start 

falling and changing color and the weather to turn colder for fall.  

It is important to make sure you watch for changing road 

condition, visibility, and animals that are running around more 

wildly than normal.  The changing road conditions can be anywhere 

from wet to dry leaves on the roadway.  The leaves can be a very 

dangerous or a beautiful sight so you have to watch your ride with every turn that 

you take.  Please remember to slow down a little more in the turns that have leaves 

on the ground and enjoy the ride.  The wet leaves can be as dangerous as ice on the 

roadway when wet.  The rider should make sure that there are no leaves in the 

intake or any other place on the bike that might hurt the bike on their T-clock or a 

post T-clock. 

The mornings can be just as bad with a light or heavy fog out to ride thru or in.  If you are riding out during 

the fog, make sure you have all your lights on for other drivers and riders to see you.  If you are out in the heavy 

fog, slow down and turn on your four way flashers and try to find a place to park if the fog is too thick.  The fog 

can make dew on the grass, leaves and on the road when it is cold out and it is difficult to ride safely in the 

morning till the sun comes out to burn the fog or dew off.  The combination of dew on the leaves and fog is not 

a good combination to ride in but make sure you stay alert and slow down a little bit for safety.  It is best to 

check your tire pressure to make sure you are running with the right inflation for the best traction possible.   

The last thing is the animals are running around more because the farmers are out harvesting their crops and 

scaring the animals out of their normal places to sleep or play.  The co-rider can be a very important second set 

of eyes for the rider to let them know about any hazards that might come your way.  The co-rider is really the 

best eyes of the ride since the rider is looking for dangers in the roadway and doesnôt always have the time to 

look for animals that might come from the side.  Please ride safe and enjoy the ride, till next month.

Hi Yôers, This is the time of the year that APPLES are at their best.  Sooooo, here is a great recipe for Apple 

Cinnamon Crisp: 

5-6 apples, peeled, cored and sliced thin 

1/2 cup white sugar 

1 tsp. cinnamon 

 

For crumble topping: 

1/2 cup flour1/2 cup brown sugar 

1/4 cup pecans, coarsely chopped 

1 cup rolled oats 

1 tsp. ground cinnamon 

1/8 tsp. nutmeg 

4 Tbsp. butter 

 

Toss apple slices with sugar and cinnamon and place in a 9X9-inch square baking dish.  Mix  together the flour, 

brown sugar, pecans, rolled oats, cinnamon and nutmeg.  Using two forks or a pastry cutter, cut the butter into 

the flour mixture until itôs crumbly.  Top the apples with the crumb mixture.  Preheat the oven to 350 degrees 

and bake for 40 to 45 minutes.  Refrigerate any leftovers.  Serves 6.

In last monthôs newsletter excerpts from the August GWRRA ñInsightò newsletter 

regarding the Honda Dealer Program were printed discussing a dealerôs ñnegativeò 

response.  That particular response generated quite a number of responses from fellow 

GWRRA members to Mike Stiger, GWRRA Director, which were appropriately printed 

into September ñInsightò.  As I did last month, I will ñsummarizeò below the major points 

from those comments, in the interest of saving space, but I wanted to also add one specific 

point from Mikeôs personal words - ñOne thing I did not receive was Chapter testimonies 

regarding the benefits of having a great relationship with their local Dealer.  I know we have 

many successful Chapter/Dealer relationships and would love to share their success with the rest of our 

readers.ò, so if you want to send your comments on those relationships to Mike Stiger, he will welcome them. 

As to the gist of the member responses, one response, from a member that was a ñdealer/ownerò from 1973 

thru 1979, and he stated: ñas a small business owner, ñIf you do not adapt, you will failò!ò and goes on to say 

ñThere is not an ñinternetò dealer that is not making a profit.  Nobody sells anything at an intended loss.  If there 

is an ñunfairò advantage of internet sales, it is the non-payment of the sales tax in most states. But that 

advantage is rapidly disappearing also. Since most internet sales locations are in fixed asset properties, there is 

very little difference in overhead burdens, as well as employees to provide order taking and shipment of 

products.  COMPETE on their level with local internet communications.  Offer what they offer at the same 

margins as they are offering.  Offer installation of internet purchased products at a discount from the usual shop 

hourly fees.  I found over the years of small business ownership that: ñonce you get the customer into the shop, 

they will purchase something else.ò 

Another memberôs comments were ñThis must clearly be understood that this a two way street not just seen 

through their eyes only. My beef has been with the either lack of parts/apparel, pricing, and just general support. 

First I find it hard to be a loyal customer when NO discounts are given. In fact I have seen FULL MSRP on 

tires, chrome and apparel etc.ò   

And another member wrote: letôs look at some of the ñrewardsò this dealer didnôt bother to mention: 

Å Exposure of his business to people attending the Chapter meetings that might not otherwise have come into 

his store 

Å Exposure of his business to people riding on the poker runs that might not otherwise have come into his 

store 

Å A list of people to market to. I find it odd that he complains about people acting like theyôre doing him a 

favor by giving him their business, while at the same time he acts like heôs doing them a favor by inviting them 

to his bike nights 

Å More service appointments - if a dealer is helping out the Chapter, I will go to him rather than someone else 

And letôs not forget that if he sells just one more bike because of the extra publicity, heôs made back many, 

many times the money invested in the relatively inexpensive things he has done to attract the Chapter members 

to his dealership.

Motorcyclist Traffic Fatalities by State 
I recently came across an interesting summary of the 2010 preliminary data pertaining to motorcycle traffic 

fatalities in the United States. The summary was presented by the Governors Highway Safety Association and 

compared 2009 fatalities to 2010 fatalities during the same months for each year. 

Motorcyclist traffic fatalities continued to fall in 2010, based on preliminary data supplied by all 50 states 

and the District of Columbia.  Fatalities dropped by 2.4% during the reported months.  Fatalities decreased 

substantially in the first quarter, decreased slightly in the second quarter, and rose slightly in the 3rd quarter. 

While fatality data for the final months of 2010 are not complete in some states, motorcyclist fatalities for the 

full year nationwide are expected to be 4,376 or fewer, a decrease of at least 2% from the 4,465 fatalities of 

2009.  About half the states are likely to have fewer motorcyclist fatalities in 2010, and about half are expected 

to have more. 

States with decreased motorcyclist fatalities suggested several explanations, including higher priority for 

motorcycle safety education, publicity and enforcement with increased motorcyclist training and poor cycling 

weather.  States with increased fatalities cited more motorcycle travel, LOWER HELMET USE, and good 

cycling weather. 

The good news of 2010 is the likely decrease in motorcyclist fatalities must be tempered with several 

disturbing observations.  First, the 2010 predicted 2% decrease is far less than the 16% decrease in 2009.  

Second, the decrease was concentrated in the early months.  Fatalities dropped only slightly in the second 

quarter and rose in the third quarter.  Finally, the use of DOT-compliant motorcycle helmets dropped an 

alarming 13 percentage points in 2010.  To prevent an increase in the remainder of 2011, states should work to 

increase helmet use, provide motorcycle operator training to all who need or seek it, and reduce motorcyclist 

alcohol impairment and speeding. 

Hopefully, all our GWRRA Members are already following the above recommendations.
