From Your Chapter Educator 

I would like to start by saying that there are two articles that 

pertain to ride educator in Wing World Magazine this month.  The 

first one is talking about deer and riding which is on page 4.  The 

second one is how to work on getting the SWR on the CB in tune.  I 

donôt know much about the SWR but I know that it helps out the 

transmission of the CB radio. 

I would like to say that this article is mostly put out for truck driving companies 

but can be used in any vehicle that you drive or ride.  It is called the smith system 

and is a great thing to know or use in the everyday commute for everybody.  It is 

usually in a video form but it cost over a hundred dollars and it is only about 25 

minutes long.  I can write about it and you can get the same idea for free.  There are 
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5 different sections of this program and they are: aim high in steering, get the big picture, keep your eyes 

moving, leave yourself an out, and make sure they see you.  The first one is aim high in steering which is 

avoiding collisions by seeing, evaluating and acting upon the situation in the distance.  The object of this one is 

to look at least ¼ to ½ mile in the distance or as far as possible to see dangers or hazards that might affect your 

riding.  The big question is to ask yourself what if  that car door opens which I am riding next to, a ball rolls into 

the street, or a vehicle has a turn signal on and doesnôt see you, what are you going to do.  The answer is slow 

down or move away from the car, watch for children chasing the ball or is that car really going to pull out.  If  

you think about what might happen than you will  be able to avoid them.  The second one is to get the big 

picture which helps you make fewer mistakes by looking all around the area where you are riding.  The rider 

and co-rider need to look at the side and in front of the bike which includes mirrors and turning your head.  

When you are riding in a group the second bike has just as important a job of looking for hazards as the road 

captain or the tail gunner.  The road captain is looking more on the road ahead of hazards than on the side but 

that is his job to look at the whole picture.  The third thing is keep your eyes moving and properly scanning for 

hazards.  If  you use this part of the smith system right than the techniques separate safe drivers/riders from 

people who make costly mistakes or accidents.  You can scan the area in about five seconds or less, just 

depends on how much congestion there is in the area.  Most of the riders and co riders do this but they donôt 

think much about it at the time.  They are thinking of catching something out of the ordinary and remembering 

the moment.  The fourth thing is to leave yourself an out which is pretty much self explanatory.  You can only 

control an out on three of the four sides that you ride.  The back side is the only one that is very hard but you do 

have a slim percentage on controlling that space by slowing down and letting other motorists pass you.  You can 

make an out on the right or left side by slowing down or speed up a little bit so that you can move over to afford 

hazards.  The front cushion is up to each individual rider and his skill level to make a safe and complete stop.  

The last thing is to make sure that they see you which you can control by wearing bright colors, turn on as many 

lights as possible, or have safety chrome on the bike.  If  you obtain eye contact with the other motorists that are 

not aware, you help them to prevent a traffic conflict with that motorist.

1/2 cup butter, softened 

1/2 cup sugar 

1/2 cup chopped nuts 

Mix  and sprinkle on top of filling
